The Taxi Voucher Program provides discounted taxi vouchers for eligible residents of 

Fairfax County and the City of Fairfax.  The program allows qualified users to travel 

affordable, safely and independently with the purchase of discounted taxicab coupons. 

There are three different programs each with its own eligibility guidelines.  All vouchers 

are able to be used 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. Vouchers expire 12 months from 

the time of purchase.
